Jesus. First of all, | want to thank the mission office of the archdiocese of Chicago and the
pastor and the parishioners for giving us this wonderful opportunity to speak to you on behalf
of the Little Sisters of St. Teresa of the Child Jesus and to share our mission with you.

The Sisters are a native community founded on December 14, 1948 by a Haitian diocesan
priest, Father Louis Farnese LOUIS-CHARLES and Mother Marie Francoise Camelia LOHIER. The
community is made of simple men and women who have heard God'’s call to dedicate their lives
in service to the poorest of the poor in Haiti and in Latin America. They have committed their
lives to working with the poor peasants who have little or nothing at all.

They are selfless nuns who sacrifice their personal comfort for the sake of the gospel and for
the wellbeing of the poor. They are engaged in various areas such as education, health care,
agricultural, evangelization. They provide assistance to children with special needs and the
elderly poor. They are also involved with social and pastoral ministries including faith
formation, mission directors and catechists.

The Sisters reach out to places in Haiti where most of us would never dare to go and most of
those places do not even have a public grammar school. In those areas they make their
presence felt by opening grade schools for children whose parents are so poor, can’t afford a
dollar or 2 to send their children to school.

Education is one of the greatest gifts one can give to a person, especially children. The Sisters
try to help as much as they can. In those areas most families live on less than $2 a day.
Therefore, the Sisters have no choice but to take the children into their schools free of charge.
They are able to carry on because of people like you who are always ready to open their hearts
and their hands to share with sisters and brothers who have so much less.

There is so much beautiful imagery in today’s gospel passage. The Jewish feast of Passover is
drawing near. That reminds us that Jesus is to be the Passover Lamb who will usher in the new
covenant. This beautiful story reminds us that Jesus miraculously fed and cared for those who
followed Him in the past, continues to do so in the present and will do so in the future in the
great Messianic banquet in heaven. Jesus commissioned us to continue on this beautiful
mission. What Jesus is asking us to do in this gospel is that we should be ready and willing to
share what we have with others especially those who are in need, those who are lacking and
those who are in trouble financially, emotionally and spiritually. We are challenged to do our
humble share in order to alleviate the physical and spiritual hunger and poverty in our world.
